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Response to questions raised at the Wiltshire VCS Assembly March 2nd 2010.
1)  What is full cost recovery?

Full cost recovery means recovering or funding the full costs of a project or service. In addition to the costs directly associated with the project, such as staff and equipment, projects will also draw on the rest of the organisation. For example, adequate finance, human resources, management, and IT systems, are also integral components of any project or service. 

2) What is the COMPACT, I’m still not clear?

The Wiltshire COMPACT aims to improve the quality of life for people in Wiltshire.  It does this by improving joint working arrangements and developing the understanding between the statutory and voluntary and community sector.  The COMPACT is a set of principles within which the partners agree to work.  Over 1000 voluntary and community groups have been consulted in its development. 3) What is the future of WIC funding?
Like many other organisations, WIC also has to secure funding to develop and deliver its support.  Presently WIC has secured funding up until end March 2011 and as part of its 2010/11 priorities, they will be seeking to explore methods of securing future income.
4) What is the role of WIC to take forward issues?  Is it an umbrella organisation to take things forward?

WIC is a Consortium of organisations that come together to look at strategic priorities for the voluntary and community sector.  The Consortium is only made up of members from the VCS and works in partnership with the statutory and private sector for the overarching benefit of the sector.  WIC have recently held an ‘Away Day’ to discuss the feedback and needs identified at the VCS Assembly.  The Consortium have been united in redefining its role to ensure that it can identify processes and mechanism that take all matters forward on your behalf.  We are currently revamping the website, part of which will be dedicated to your letters, queries, issues and feedback on how WIC is representing the sector on the partnership Boards and forums in Wiltshire and the South West.

WIC Board will continue to explore and identify methods of consultation and communication to ensure everyone is informed about what it is doing.
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
